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Committee Meeting – October 6th Northampton SC.
1. Matters arising:

· Paul Pike to talk to Simon Shaw re taking over as Treasurer at the AGM in August 2008.

· Newletter – next publication date end of November – articles soon please.

· Transport to Warnemunde Worlds – Sailboat Deliveries sending a quote – Andy Turner will circulate.

· Nationals 2008.  These will be at Parkstone starting Saturday August 23rd with two races per day finishing on Tuesday August 26th.

· Nationals venue for 2010 – Mike Edwards investigating a northern venue.

· Dinghy Show 2008 – Mike Edwards to update the committee.

· High modulus carbon masts – Terry Curtis to write a proposal to OKDIA for a licensing system for mast builders.

· Measurement Forum – it was agreed to hold this at Alex Scoles’ workshop (where the jig currently resides) on Saturday December 1st and to invite all current measurers, the chief measurer (Don O’Donnell) and prospective measurers (Terry Curtis, Neil Goodhead, Simon Shaw, Tony Thresher).  Andy Turner to alert Tim O’Leary, Don O’Donnell, current measurers and prospective measurers.

· Worlds 2011.  A proposal to investigate Largs (near Glasgow) as a possible venue was made – this is being followed up by Mike Edwards and Neil Goodhead (eg costings per boat for 5 days sailing) for discussion at the measurement forum on Dec 1st.
2. Ping Pong

Rod Thorne had done some useful liaison work with the National Maritime museum (NMM) at Falmouth.  They need some details re the history of the OK dinghy and Ping Pong in particular.  Mary Reddyhoff to liaise Rod in time for the Oct 23rd meeting of the NMM committee.


3. Nationals Format:  it was agreed to extend the Nationals to four days in 2008 (Parkstone) to take the pressure off the race officer and to sail only two races per day.


4. It was agreed to ask Northampton to host the Inlands in 2008.

5. Worlds qualification series.  This is unlikely to be an open entry as his year in Poland.  The qualification series for Warnemunde in 2008 has finished.  Mike Edwards to calculate overall results and placings.

6. It was agreed to reimburse Alex Scoles for his petrol money for taking a boat to Hayling for the Y&Y article in this weeks magazine which gains the OK further good publicity.

7. Involvement of Jonty Sherwill in marketing OKs.  It was agreed that chairman Mike should talk to Jonty as to how he might involve himself directly in the marketing of the OK class .

8. Vintage Championships 2008.  Some discussion took place as to whether this event should take place on a Saturday the day before an open meeting on the Sunday at the same venue.  It was agreed that for 2008 the vintage boats champs should be part of the South Staffs open meeting (one day) but that vintage OKs could take part in the club racing at South Staffs the day before the open meeting (Saturday) if they wished.
9. Selling the 50th anniversary publication.  Because of the lateness of this publication we are being asked to return money that has already been paid for this book.  IOKDBCA has agreed with OKDIA to buy 50 of these books at £15 each.  Mary to ask OKDIA to set Robert a deadline for publication (January 1st 2008?).
10. AOB – Simon Shaw presented an up date of the financial situation.  This shows:

(a) that we can afford to have the same stand at next year’s dinghy show as we had in 2007 and 

(b) that our overall income for the 06/07 financial year exceeded expenditure by £130.
