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3. Registration of Boats. 
 

 

To obtain a valid measurement certificate apply to: 

 

RYA Technical Department, RYA House, Ensign Way, Hamble, Southampton, Hampshire, 

SO31 4YA. Telephone Number 0845 345 0383. 

 

1. For new or un-registered boats:  
 

The builder (or owner) should obtain a building fee receipt from the class secretary. Fee £40.00.  

You will then receive a plaque, a building fee receipt and a sail number receipt from the class 

secretary.  The plaque must be attached to the aft bulkhead of the hull on the starboard side.  

 

The building fee receipt has your sail number on it which must be cut, moulded or burnt into the 

hog or centreboard case in the cockpit, or bulkhead at station 2 on the centreline, in figures not less 

than 20mm in height.  The national letters GBR should be included. 

 

Obtain a sail number and a measurement form (£5) from the secretary or ISAF website and arrange 

for the boat to be measured. The form must be completed by a class measurer (see list below). The 

fee is negotiable - try £50-00 

 

Apply to the RYA for a measurement certificate. Enclose the building fee receipt, the sail number 

receipt, the completed measurement form. 

 

Fees for non RYA members    £20-00 

For full personal RYA members   £15-00 

For duplicate certificates    £20-00 

 

2.   For the re-registering of second hand boats. 
 

A change of ownership invalidates the measurement certificate.  Send the old certificate, the new 

boat name, your name, address and the fee to the RYA.  Fees as above. 

 

3. For re-registering a boat without a certificate. 
 

Proof of ownership is required. (ie. Purchase receipt) then send fee to the RYA as above. 

 

4. For boats that have had correctors identified on the measurement certificate removed after re-

weighing this needs to be recorded by a class measurer on the boat’s measurement certificate. 

Corrector weights are recorded on the IOKDBCA website (see Boats Database) so if you have your 

boat re-weighed and the corrector weights are altered please notify Dave Cooper. 
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4. CLASS MEASURERS 
Measurement charges. 

 
The fee a measurer charges is a matter of negotiation between the measurer and owner.  However 

owners should expect to pay at least £50-00 for a full measurement, and £10-00 for a sail (last
